GREATER VANCOUVER TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY
BYLAW NUMBER 51-2007

A bylaw to amend the Greater Vancouver Transportation Authority 2005 Tariff
Amendment Bylaw Number 37-2004 (as amended).

WHEREAS the Greater VVancouver Transportation Authority is required to balance its
operating budget;

AND WHEREAS there has been consultation on the merits of the proposed
expenditures and the necessity of a fare increase;

NOW THEREFORE the Board of Directors of the Greater Vancouver Transportation
Authority enact as follows:

1. This Bylaw may be cited as the “Greater VVancouver Transportation Authority 2008
Tariff Amendment Bylaw Number 51-2007.”

2. The Greater Vancouver Transportation Authority 2004 Tariff Amendment Bylaw

Number 37-2004, as amended, is further amended as follows:

a. The effective date on the first page is changed from January 1, 2005 to
January 1, 2008;

b. Appendix | attached to this Bylaw replaces the Appendix | attached to the
Greater VVancouver Transportation Authority 2005 Tariff Amendment Bylaw
Number 37-2004; and

C. Appendix Il attached to this Bylaw replaces the Appendix 111 attached to the
Greater Vancouver Transportation Authority 2005 Tariff Amendment Bylaw
Number 37-2004.

3. This Bylaw comes into force and takes effect on January 1, 2008.
READ A FIRST, SECOND AND THIRD TIME this 27" day of June, 2007.
